e  Security project must have become operational or was accepted by the client between July 1, 2022

and June 30, 2023.

e Company must be a consulting or engineering firm which performed the project design.

e Multiple independent submissions from the same company are acceptable.

e Submission are due by July 31, 2023.

e Finalists must be registered and present at CONSULT 2023 to be recognized. All valid applicants

will be eligible to receive a full refund of conference fees, and the winning applicant will also all
conference fees reimbursed for CONSULT 2024.

unique technical or process innovations embodied in the project.
